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Beginning July 1, 2009, checkouts will be limited to 3 (three) DVDs. 

This includes DVDs both from Manhattan and from other libraries that may 

come in on hold. DVDs that come in on hold will not be able to be held 

longer than their pickup date. The Library has recently had problems with 

numerous DVDs being checked out, not returned, and not paid for. When 

this happens, the Library either loses those items out of our collection for-

ever, or we have to replace them at the cost of not buying other, new  

materials. 

         In order to better serve all of our patrons, only 3 DVDs may be on your 

account, regardless of where the DVDs are from and regardless of how many 

DVDs may have come in on hold at one time.
